Also, they agree to partici-
pate in bi-monthly supervision meetings and to attend continuing
education sessions. Finally, they recognize that confidentiality is of
utmost importance and that this confidentiality must be scrupu-
lously maintained.

Stephen Ministers do not try to fix the care receiver’s prob-
lems. They do try to help the care receiver understand the burden
he or she is carrying and rely on God to achieve results. Stephen
Ministers provide the Christian care, and God is responsible for the
cure.

At the regular Sunday service on
March 21, the Adult Choir will
present Mass No. 2 in G Major,

D. 167, by Franz Schubert. The
soloists for this work will include numer-
ous section leaders of the choir, and
Insun Lee will be accompanist for the
presentation.

The Mass No. 2 in G Major was writ-
ten within the space of five days, March 2-7, 1815. This is the
shortest and simplest of Schubert’s seven masses, intended for per-
formance in his parish church of Lichenthal. The Mass setting is
restrained and conservative, reminiscent of Mozart or early
Beethoven. It contains those portions of the Ordinary of the Mass
that are most frequently set to music - Kyrie, Gloria, Credo,
Sanctus, and Angus Dei - in the original Latin.

Though unorthodox, Schubert was a deeply religious man. In
a letter to his father, he wrote, “People have wondered at the
piety I express in a hymn to the Virgin Mary, which seems to
move every soul and to dispose the listener to prayer. I think
that is because I never force myself to pray and, except when
devotion involuntarily overpowers me, I never compose that
kind of hymn or prayer -- when I do, then the piety I give voice
to is genuine and deeply felt.”

Schubert is primarily known for his lyric songs. His mastery
of writing for vocalists is quite apparent in this work, which fea-
tures soprano, tenor and bass solos, duets and trios, along with the
choir. Join us in this musical experience for Lent. �

The world
gets smaller
and larger at
the same time
My Dear Friends,

As affirmed in an old adage . . . a
picture is worth a thousand words!

These are our traveler’s from
First Church who joined with 36 oth-
ers from around the country for an
amazing week of learning and discov-
ery in Palestine and Israel and lands
called Holy. The famed Western Wall,
also called the Wailing Wall, the only remaining remnant of the great temple in Jerusalem first built by
Solomon and later destroyed by the Romans in 70 AD, fills in the background.

We heard the stories of Jesus “on location” so to speak, blending both text and context together. We saw
the sights of antiquity and puzzled about them with twenty-first century perspectives. We renewed baptisms on
the banks of the Jordan, and a few actually took a dunk! We experienced the religious diversity of Jerusalem
where the three Abrahamic faiths - Muslim, Jewish and Christian - each trace their roots. We felt the tensions so
evident in the Palestinian/Israeli conflict. Most of us took a swim, or rather, a “float” in the Dead Sea. We sang
in chapels designed to make us sound terrific and celebrated communion at the Garden Tomb.

One of the very effective ways to grow in mind and spirit is to get outside of our accustomed context and
to learn of other people and other parts of the world. It is almost certain that in doing so, perspectives shift
and understandings deepen. Paradoxically, the world gets smaller and larger at the same time. In fact, I
believe that immersion in the world of others is an essential ingredient in growing our capacity for peace, rec-
onciliation and hope on the planet.

Making the trip this time (yes there will be other Pilgrimages down the road!) were: Geordie Campbell,
Charlie Goodwin, Harmon and Betty Leete, Ed and Carol Lennig, Barbara and Courtland Lewis,
Esther Spafard, Nan Streeter, Pat Stuglia, and Jim Warner. We each have stories to tell and experiences
to share . . . so stay tuned!
Glad to have gone, but delighted to be back!
