Good Grief
Our Dear Friends,

Paula D’Arcy once wrote of the death of a loved one. She observed that “when grief picks you up . . . it
rarely puts you down in the same place.”

The Campbell household has been in the thick of discovering this once again as we experience the loss
of Pam’s mother. All that comes and goes with grief has been a part of this time for us: gratitude, sadness,
fatigue, and relief. We are grateful that June no longer lingers after a summer of precipitous decline. We are
saddened in knowing so closely the hollow space that death places in our family. We are fatigued from count-
less trips to Pennsylvania and the process of sorting through 89 years of life. But we are relieved, honestly
relieved, that she passed peacefully as she would have wanted.

June told us at breakfast on Labor Day that she wanted to die at home. The next morning she suffered a
massive stroke from which she never regained consciousness. Though it was still two weeks before her last
breath, in a very real sense, she died as she wanted – at home and in her kitchen. She also told us that she
would be gone before Autumn. She must have known something because she crossed over to the other side
eighteen minutes before the Summer ended. Our family will gather for a graveside service in Lewisburg on
November 7 – ironically, one year to the day and the hour that we brought Pam’s father, Ward, to his rest in
the same place.

In the midst of so personal a season of adjustment we are very grateful for the many notes, calls, and
expressions of support, caring and love. It is truly one of those times when the blessing of belonging to a
church family comes so clearly as a gift. Paul says, “Rejoice with those who rejoice . . . weep with those who
weep.”
